The Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins are the American Hockey League affiliate of the five-
time Stanley Cup Champion Pittsburgh Penguins. Now for 25 years, the Penguins have proudly
represented the area of Northeastern Pennsylvania as one of the marquee franchises in the AHL.

The Penguins sit in the AHL record books with the league’s all-time record for consecutive
sellouts (144) as well as twice setting the all-time mark for sellouts in a single season (40).
Furthermore, the team’s on-ice success historically has fed the fervor of its passionate fabase.

The AHL serves as the primary developmental hockey league in North America with all 31
clubs affiliated with teams in the National Hockey League. The AHL has developed more than 88
percent of today’s NHL players in addition to the vast majority of the NHL's coaches, managers,
training staffs, broadcasters and officials.

Wilkes-Barre/Scranton has seen many alumni earn promotion to
the team’s parent club in Pittsburgh over the past 21 seasons and
contributed a significant amount of talent to the team’s Stanley Cup
titles in 2009, 2016 and 2017. Eight players (Maxime Talbot, Kris Letang,
Alex Goligoski, Tyler Kennedy, Marc-André Fleury, Rob Scuderi, Brooks
Orpik and Miroslav Satan) all spent time with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton at
some point before lifting the Stanley Cup for Pittsburgh in 2009.
Additionally, six players (Matt Murray, Conor Sheary, Bryan Rust, Tom
Kihnhackl, Derrick Pouliot and Oskar Sundqvist) began the season in
the AHL before participating in Pittsburgh’s 2016 championship run,
and 13 total players on the team had previously played in Wilkes-Barre/
Scranton. Once again in 2017, four more players (Josh Archibald, Jake Guentzel, Carter Rowney and
Chad Ruhwedel) joined the fold as Wilkes-Barre/Scranton alumni to capture hockey’s greatest prize
in the Steel City.

The Penguins have also become known in hockey
circles as a coaching factory for the NHL. Three coaches have
gone directly from Wilkes-Barre/Scranton to head coach in
Pittsburgh mid-season, and at the start of the 2018-19
campaign, four NHL teams were led by bench bosses who
were formerly featured on Wilkes-Barre/Scranton’s coaching
staff. Three of Pittsburgh’s most recent Cup victories were
coached by Wilkes-Barre/Scranton products (Dan Bylsma, 2009;
Mike Sullivan, 2016 & 2017).

The Penguins have also proven a knack for generating
successful front office personnel, as well. There are currently three NHL General Managers who
previously served as GM of the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins before earning their promotion to
the big leagues. Tom Fitzgerald, Bill Guerin and Patrik Allvin lead the New Jersey Devils, Minnesota
Wild and Vancouver Canucks, respectively. Furthermore, former WBS GM Jason Botterill was at the
helm for the Buffalo Sabres from 2017-2020. He is currently the Assistant General Manager of the
Seattle Kraken.
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Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza first opened its doors on November 13, 1999 for the
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins’ inaugural-season home debut.

Originally named the Northeastern Pennsylvania Civic Arena and Convention Center, the
Penguins are the primary tenant of the building. More than just hockey takes place within its confines,
though. It has become a hub for big-name concerts, sports entertainment events, political rallies,
graduation ceremonies, and more.

Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza has a capacity of 8,300 seats for Penguins hockey games,
and has been the vessel for multiple AHL attendance records set by Wilkes-Barre/Scranton fans over
the course of the club’s 23-year history. The building holds nearly 10,000 seats for concert events and
has hosted legendary acts such as Elton John, Cher, Neil Diamond, The Eagles, AC/DC, Judas Priest,
Simon & Garfunkel and Snoop Dogg.

The arena is owned by the Luzerne County Convention Center Authority and operated by
SMG, one of the largest property management corporations in the world. In the United States alone,
SMG manages 74 arenas and stadiums.

seasons with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton as an assistant coach. Hired by the Penguins organization on
Aug. 2, 2016, he officially earned promotion to the head coaching position on Sept. 11, 2020.

In his four seasons as an assistant in Northeastern Pennsylvania, Forrest was responsible for
mentoring the Penguins’ defense and coaching the team’s penalty kill. Forrest’s P.K. unit led the
league in his first season (2016-17) and had a top 10 success rate overall during the course of those
four years (82.8%).

Prior to joining Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, Forrest spent the 2015-16 season coaching Red Bull
Salzburg’s farm team in Austria. His team went 32-22 in the international Red Bull Hockey Series and
was unbeaten (4-0) in its season-ending tournament. Before coaching Salzburg’s junior team, he
served as an assistant coach for the U.S. National Team Development Program in 2014-15. While with
the USNTDP, Forrest had the opportunity to mentor future top NHL draft picks Matthew Tkachuk,
Clayton Keller, Luke Kunin and Auston Matthews. He won a gold medal with the team at the IIHF U18
World Junior Championship and has continued to maintain a coaching relationship with USA Hockey.
He served as an assistant for the U.S. at the 2017 Hlinka-Gretzky Cup, then
was Team USA’s head coach at the 2021 edition of the tournament.

Forrest also played for the USNTDP before embarking on a succesful
collegiate career and nine years as a pro. In 2000, Forrest was named
NAHL Defenseman of the Year thanks to leading the USNTDP-U18 team
with 34 points. That summer, he was drafted in the sixth round (181°
overall) by the Carolina Hurricanes. He went on to play four years at

Boston College, where he led the team’s D-men in goals at the end of

all four seasons and topped Eagles blueliners in points at the end of

three. Forrest ultimately accrued 97 points (24G-73A) in 144 NCAA

games. He went on to play for the Albany River Rats and Worcester

Sharks in the AHL during the 2007-08 campaign. Forrest also logged pro
seasons overseas in Finland, Sweden, Switzerland and Germany.

ASSISTANT CORACH NORTHVILLE, MICHIGAN

KEVIN PORTER

Porter, 37, is entering his fourth season among the Penguins coaching ranks after hanging up the
skates on a 12-year career as a pro, including two decorated seasons in the Penguins organization.

A fourth-round draft pick (119th overall) by the Phoenix Coyotes in 2004, he first made a name for
himself as a dominant player at the University of Michigan. In four years with the Wolverines, Porter
notched 183 points (85G-98A) across 162 games, and he won the Hobey Baker Award as the best player
in men’s college hockey at the end of his senior season, 2007-08. Porter went on to play in 582 AHL games
and an additional 249 NHL contests. Porter earned 58 points (29G-29A) in his NHL career and had his
name engraved on the Stanley Cup as a part of Pittsburgh’s 2016 championship season. He produced 354
points (129G-225A) in the AHL and played in the 2013 AHL All-Star Classic.

ASSISTANT CORACH LLANIGAN, SASKATCHEWAN

SHELDON BROOKBANK

Brookbank, 43, returns to the bench for his second season as an assistant coach with the Penguins.
He brings five years of prior coaching experience to Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, including parts of four
campaigns as an assistant for the Chicago Blackhawks.

THE WILKES-BARRE/SCRANTON PENGUINS HALL OF FAME WAS
ESTABLISHED IN 2014 TO HONOR OUTSTANDING MEMBERS IN THE
FRANCHISE’S HISTORY. THESE INDIVIDUALS HAVE DISPLAYED
EXCEPTIONAL COMMITMENT AND EXCELLENCE TO THE ORGANIZATION
AND PASSION FOR BEING A PENGUIN.

KEVIN BLAUM - 2014

Kevin Blaum played a significant role in obtaining an AHL franchise for
Northeastern Pennsylvania and helping the Penguins become possible.
He secured the state grant from Pennsylvania Governor Bob Casey for the
construction of the Northeastern Pennsylvania Convention Center (now
the Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza). Blaum oversaw the construction
and helped to establish the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins to be the
primary occupants of the facility.

He was elected to the Pennsylvania House of Representatives in 1980
and served 13 terms in the General Assembly before his retirement in
2006. That same year he joined the admissions office of the Wyoming
Seminary Prep School and was the Sunday public affairs columnist for the
Wilkes-Barre Times Leader from 2008-2013.

DENNIS BONVIE - 2014

Bonvie is noted as one of the most popular
players in team history. He was a member of the
Penguins’ inaugural team in 1999-00 and skated with
the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton franchise for parts of five
seasons (1999-00, 2005-08). He appeared in the
Calder Cup Final with the Penguins in 2001 and again
in 2008. During his time with the Penguins, Bonvie
appeared in 285 regular season games, recording 84
points (16G-68A) and 1,284 penalty minutes.

During Bonvie’s 15-year professional career, he
made appearances in 92 NHL games with the
Edmonton Oilers, Chicago Blackhawks, Pittsburgh
Penguins, Boston Bruins, Ottawa Senators and the
Colorado Avalanche. He ranks 20" in AHL history
with 871 games played and first overall in penalty minutes with 4,493.

Between the AHL and NHL, his 4,804 combined penalty minutes is the highest by any player in
the history of the sport.

The native of Antinogish, Nova Scotia was also inducted into the Luzerne County Sports Hall of
Fame on Aug. 14, 2017. He is currently a pro scout for the Bruins.




WILKES-BARRE/SCRANTON PENGUINS HALL OF FAME

ALAIN NASREDDINE - 2014

Nasreddine spent five seasons with the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton
Penguins after being acquired by Pittsburgh in 2004. A native of
Montreal, the defenseman served as caption during the 2004-05 and
2005-06 seasons. In 249 regular season games he recorded 55 points
(13G-42A) and 302 penalty minutes. He played in 57 postseason
matches, ranking him first on the team’s all-time postseason games
played list and was a member of the 2004 and 2008 Calder Cup Final
squads.

Nasreddine appeared in 74 regular season NHL games with the
five different teams. He has also skated in a combined 850 games
between the AHL and the IHL. Retiring in 2010, Nasreddine became
the assistant coach for the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins from
2010-2015 and is currently the assistant coach of the Dallas Stars in
the NHL.

JOHN SLANEY - 2016

Defenseman John Slaney was a member of the 1999-00
inaugural team. He appeared in 89 games with the Penguins
over two seasons (1999-2001) totaling 110 points (42G-68A).
During the 1999-00 season, Slaney led the team with 30 goals
and 60 points in just 49 games and represented the Penguins
in the AHL All-Star Classic. He was the first defenseman in AHL
history to record 30 goals in a season. He was named captain
his second season with the Penguins and racked up 50 points
(12G-38A) in 40 games. He was selected to play in the AHL All-
Star Classic again that year being held in Wilkes-Barre, but was
traded the evening before the game to the Philadelphia Flyers.
Despite his rights being held by the Flyers organization, Slaney
hit the ice for the All-Star Skills Competition in a Penguins
sweater for one last time.

A native of St. John’s, Newfoundland, Slaney recorded a
combined 166 goals, 353 assists and 519 points in 631 AHL
games between five different teams, all of these statistics being career records for AHL defensemen
at the time of his retirement. He also appeared in 268 NHL games with the Washington Capitals,
Colorado Avalanche, Los Angeles Kings, Phoenix Coyotes, Nashville Predators, Pittsburgh Penguins
and Philadelphia Flyers. Slaney was inducted into the AHL Hall of Fame in 2014 and is currently an
assistant coach for the Tucson Roadrunners of the AHL.




WILKES-BARRE/SCRANTON PENGUINS HALL OF FAME

STEVE BARROUK - 2022

Barrouk served as President & CEO of the Greater Wilkes-Barre
Chamber of Business & Industry for two decades. During this time,
he played an integral role in the development of the Northeastern
Pennsylvania Civic Arena and Convention Center, known today as
Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza. Barrouk’s vision not only
resulted in the Penguins’ arrival to Northeast Pennsylvnia, but also
the revitalization and growth of the area that srrounds the arena in
Wilkes-Barre Township.

He has also served on the boards of the Wyoming Valley United
Way, Catholic Social Services, the Children’s Service Center,
Leadership Wilkes-Barre, Penn State Wilkes-Barre, and the Luzerne/
Schuylkill Workforce Investment Board.

TOM GRACE - 2022

With a booming delivery and razor-sharp witticisms, Tom Grace
rhapsodized his way into the hearts of Penguins fans as the team’s
inaugural play-by-play broadcaster. Grace, ‘The Voice of the
Penguins’ was as important as any player on the ice during his
tenure with the club from 1999-00 through 2006-07, and again
when he rejoined the organization from 2010 through 2013.

Grace called more than 1,000 as the Penguins’ broadcaster, and
he made countless appearances at schools, social functions and
official community events for the club.

He was the recipient of the James H. Ellery Memorial Award
(given to the individual or news outlet for outstanding coverage of a
team) on three occasions: 1999-00, 2000-01 and 2001-02.

Prior to joining the Penguins, the Belmont, Massachusetts native
spent three seasons with the Hampton Roads Admirals of the ECHL. He also spent four years calling
games for the Boston College Eagles during his time in college.




WILKES-BARRE/SCRANTON PENGUINS HALL OF FAME

TOM KOSTOPOULOS - 2022

No one has ever embodied what it means to
be a Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguin more than
Tom Kostopoulos.

A seventh-round draft pick in 1999 after he
had already been passed over in the previous two
drafts, his path to the pros was never guaranteed.
Yet Kostopoulos persevered and ultimately carved
out a highly accomplished, 19-year career.

A relentless worker both on and off the ice, the
Mississauga, Ontario native quickly stood out as a
fan favorite among the ragtag Penguins squad that
took Northeast Pennsylvania by storm during the
team’s first season. His fierce playing style coupled
with his unceasing energy led to fans christening
him with the nickname “Tom Nonstopoulos”, but
those in the locker room would come to refer to
him simply by his initials, “T.K.”

His 26 goals and 58 points as a rookie placed
him second on the team in both categories, trailing only fellow Penguins Hall of Famer John Slaney.
Kostopoulos proved he was no one-hit wonder when he produced over 50 points again in his
sophomore campaign, and then led the team outright in goals (27) and points (53) in 2001-02. That
season also resulted in his first NHL call-up, where he scored his first NHL goal in his first NHL game
for the Pittsburgh Penguins on Dec. 29, 2001.

Kostopoulos assumed the role of Wilkes-Barre/Scranton captain the following year, as leadership
had become as synonymous with the right winger as his trademark intensity.

More games in Pittsburgh followed for Kostopoulos, and he eventually graduated to a full-time
NHLer. He suited up for the Los Angeles Kings, Montréal Canadiens, Carolina Hurricanes, Calgary
Flames and New Jersey Devils, until his path led him back to Wilkes-Barre/Scranton.

Kostopoulos reassumed his mantle as team captain, sporting the “C” for five more seasons while
serving as a mentor to the next generation of Penguins prospects. Many of those young players went
on to win Stanley Cups with Pittsburgh in 2016 and 2017. In 2015-16, he was bestowed the Fred T.
Hunt Memorial Award, presented annually to the AHL player who best demonstrates the qualities of
sportsmanship, determination and dedication to hockey.

Even in the latter stages of his career, Kostopoulos remained an effective player on the ice. At 38-
years-old, he once again topped the team in goals (24) and points (54) for the 2016-17 season.

Kostopoulos retired in 2018 as the Penguins’ all-time leader in games played (658), career goals
(186), assists (283), points (469), power-play goals (69) and game-winning goals (24), records he still
holds to this day. He is also the franchise’s all-time leader in playoff games played (94), playoff goals
(23), playoff assists (44) and playoff points (67). He spent seven seasons as Wilkes-Barre/Scranton’s
captain, and he is the only player to lead the Pens in points three times. He is also one of four players
in hockey history to have appeared in 600 games at the AHL level and 600 games at the NHL level.

Even when his playing days came to an end, T.K. still found a way to assist Penguins prospects
achieve the same dream he realized as a player. He was hired by Pittsburgh as a Development Coach
in 2018 and was promoted to Director of Player Development in 2022.

The Penguins would
also win their contest with the Kentucky
Thoroughblades, 4-2.

January 17, 2000

John Slaney becomes the first player to represent
the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins at an AHL
All-Star Game as a member of the Canadian AHL
All-Stars at Blue Cross Arena in Rochester, N.Y.

January 25, 2000

Penguins fans at Northeastern Pennsylvania

Civic Arena were treated to the first penalty shot
in team history when Syracuse’s Josh Holden was
denied by Wilkes-Barre/Scranton goalie

Ryan Bach.
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February 18, 2000

Goaltender Ryan Bach puts forth a franchise
record-setting 48-save performance in a 2-1 loss
while visiting the Portland Pirates.

February 21, 2000

Rébert Dome scores three goals against the
Philadelphia Phantoms, the first hat trick in
team history.

October 22, 2000

The Penguins stun the Albany River Rats, 7-0, and
Sébastien Caron records 15 saves for the first
shutout in franchise history.

January 14-15, 2001

The 2001 First Union AHL All-Star Classic takes
place in Wilkes-Barre. Greg Crozier, Andrew
Ference and Toby Petersen represented the
Penguins in the All-Star Game.

April 11, 2001

The Penguins play their first Calder Cup Playoff
game in team history, and it also becomes the
first playoff game in franchise history to reach
overtime, as well. Wilkes-Barre/Scranton outshot
the Syracuse Crunch, 52-18, but fell in extra time,
2-1.

April 13, 2001

The Penguins exact revenge on the Crunch for the
playoff loss two nights before with a convincing
5-2 victory, Wilkes-Barre/Scranton’s first ever win
in the Calder Cup Playoffs.

April 18, 2001

With a 6-2 win over the Syracuse Crunch in a
decisive Game 5 of the Western conference
Quarterfinals, Wilkes-Barre/Scranton won its first
playoff series.



May 12, 2001

By completing a Western Conference Final sweep
of the Hershey Bears, the Penguins advanced to
their first-ever Calder Cup Final appearance.

May 17, 2001

Wilkes-Barre/Scranton fends off a late-game
comeback attempt by the Saint John Flames to
win Game 1 of the 2001 Calder Cup Final. The
Penguins got off on the right foot in the team’s
first-ever Calder Cup Final game when Darcy
Verot scored 19 seconds into the game, still the
fastest playoff goal scored in franchise history.

September 22, 2001

In a preseason exhibition game in Northeastern
Pennsylvania, Mario Lemieux dresses for Wilkes-
Barre/Scranton for the first and only time.

March 17, 2002

The Penguins and Syracuse Crunch combined for
162 penalty minutes in a chaotic contest in
Wilkes-Barre. Steve Parsons records the most
penalty minutes in a single game in AHL history
(64). During the same game, Jason MacDonald
recorded 57 penalty minutes, putting him second
on the Penguins’ all-time penalty minutes list
behind Parsons. This game was later dubbed
“The St. Patrick’s Day Massacre”.

March 23, 2002

Robbie Tallas registered 48 saves in a 3-2 loss to
the Grand Rapids Griffins, tying Ryan Bach

(Feb. 18, 2000) for the franchise record for saves
in a single game.

July 15, 2003
Michel Therrien is named the fourth head coach
in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins history.

April 17, 2004

Marc-André Fleury, the first overall pick in the
2003 NHL Entry Draft, makes his Wilkes-Barre/
Scranton debut in a Calder Cup Playoff game
against the Bridgeport Sound Tigers.
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April 25, 2005

The Penguins and Binghamton Senators logged a
112:26, triple overtime marathon, the longest
game in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton history. Colby
Armstrong ended the affair for a 3-2 win,
preventing the Pens from falling into a 3-0 series
hole. Wilkes-Barre/Scranton went on to win the
East Division Semifinals series, 4-2.

October 5, 2005

Erik Christensen scores four goals against the
Bridgeport Sound Tigers’ Wade Dubielewicz and
Chris Madden, setting the team record for most
goals in one game.

December 3, 2005

The Penguins beat the Norfolk Admirals, 3-2,
to win a franchise record 13%"-straight road
game and begin the 2005-06 season 13-0 away
from home.

December 9, 2005

The Manitoba Moose defeat the Penguins,
snapping Wilkes-Barre/Scranton’s franchise
record point streak at 23 games. From the season
opener on Oct. 5, 2005 to Dec. 9, 2005, the
Penguins went 20-0-2-1.

December 15, 2005

Michel Therrien is named head coach of the
Pittsburgh Penguins. Rick Kehoe and Joe Mullen
assume positions as co-coaches with Wilkes-
Barre/Scranton on an interim basis.

December 19, 2005

Joe Mullen is named interim head coach of
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton for the remainder of the
2005-06 season, making him the third head coach
in Penguins history.

January 20, 2006

Tenth time’s a charm as Rico Fata converts for
the first penalty shot goal in team history on the
Penguins’ 10™ penalty shot attempt of all-time.

August 3, 2006
Todd Richards is named the fourth head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins history.



February 16, 2007

Jean-Francois Jacques ties the franchise record
for goals in one game by scoring four times
against Jeff Glass and the Binghamton Senators.

February 20, 2008

Tim Brent scores the quickest overtime goal in
franchise history just 12 seconds into the extra
frame at home vs. the Hershey Bears.

February 16, 2009

Dan Bylsma is brought up as interim head coach
of the Pittsburgh Penguins. Todd Reirden
assumes head coaching duties with Wilkes-
Barre/Scranton on an interim basis.

June 12, 2009

Dan Bylsma becomes the first coach in hockey
history to begin the season in the American
Hockey League and finish the season as the head
coach of a Stanley Cup-winning team as the
Pittsburgh Penguins defeat the Detroit Red Wings
in Game 7 of the Stanley Cup Final, 2-1.

February 17, 2010

Chris Conner uncorked three goals and three
assists for a franchise record-setting six-point
outing against the Albany River Rats.
Meanwhile, the team set a new franchise record
with nine goals in a 9-2 victory.

July 31, 2010
John Hynes is named the seventh head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins history.

February 26, 2011

The Penguins have their longest shootout in
franchise history, going 11-rounds deep against
the Norfolk Admirals. Joey Haddad scored the
winning goal for Wilkes-Barre/Scranton and Brad
Thiessen was the winning goalie. The shootout
score was 5-4, and the game’s final score was 3-2.

March 17, 2012

Alexandre Picard pots three goals against the
Worcester Sharks, becoming the first defenseman
in franchise history to record a hat trick.

January 20, 2013

The Penguins and Hershey Bears took things
outside and participated in the AHL Outdoor
Classic at Hersheypark Stadium. The fifth
outdoor game in league history ended in a 2-1
overtime win for Wilkes-Barre/Scranton.

March 1, 2013

Tom Kostopoulos records his 100" goal in a
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins uniform in a 3-2
loss to the Hershey Bears.

May 22, 2013

Wilkes-Barre/Scranton defeated the Providence
Bruins, 5-0, in Game 7 of the Eastern Conference
Semifinals after trailing in the series 3-0. The
Pens became the third team in Calder Cup
Playoffs history to advance after falling behind
3-0in a series and was the first team ever to
complete the comeback by winning Game 7 on
the road.

April 4, 2014

Tom Kostopoulos records his 300" point in a
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguin uniform in a 5-4
loss while visiting the Binghamton Senators.

March 7, 2015
In his rookie season, Matt Murray sets the AHL's
all-time shutout streak record at 304:11.

March 22, 2015

Matt Murray makes 32 saves at PPL Center
against the Lehigh Valley Phantoms for his 10t
shutout of the season, becoming the fourth
goaltender ever to post double-digit shutouts in
one year and broke a 72-year old record for
shutouts by a rookie (Gordie Bell, 9). Murray
went on to earn 12 shutouts by season’s end.

June 18, 2015
Mike Sullivan is named the eighth head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins history.

November 15, 2015

Wilkes-Barre/Scranton rallies from down 5-1 to
defeat the Hartford Wolf Pack in overtime, 7-6,
completing the biggest comeback win in Penguins
history as well as setting the franchise’s new
winning-streak record with the team’s 11t-
straight victory.



November 28, 2015

The Penguins defeat the Hershey Bears, 3-2, and
secure the longest home winning streak in team
history, 10, beginning the 2015-16 season 10-0
at Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza.

December 11, 2015

Tom Kostopoulos plays in his 500" game with
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, the first player in
Penguins history to reach the milestone.

December 12, 2015

Mike Sullivan is named head coach of the
Pittsburgh Penguins. Jay Leach takes over head
coaching duties with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton on
an interim basis. That same night, the Penguins
shut-out the Albany Devils, 4-0.

December 22, 2015
Clark Donatelli is named the 10™" head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins history.

March 6, 2016

Tom Kostopoulos becomes the fourth player in
hockey history to play in both 600 NHL games
and 600 AHL games over the course of his
career.

April 23, 2016

Casey DeSmith turns aside 59 shots from the
Providence Bruins, the most saves in a playoff
game in franchise history as the Penguins won,
5-4, in double overtime to sweep the Atlantic
Division Semifinals.

June 12, 2016

Mike Sullivan becomes the second coach in
team history to start the season in the AHL and
win the Stanley Cup with Pittsburgh that same
season. Their Cup-winning roster also featured
13 players developed in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton.

October 23, 2016

Dominik Simon scores on the first overtime
penalty shot in team history, giving the Penguins
a 2-1 win over the Hershey Bears at Giant Center.

December 10, 2016
Down 2-0 to the Hershey Bears on home ice,
Oskar Sundqvist spearheads a 6-2 comeback win

for the Penguins with a four-goal outing, tying
the franchise record for goals in one game. W

January 28, 2017

while visiting the Bingham Senators to become
the 91° player in AHL history to reach 500 career
points.

February 4, 2017

Tom Kostopoulos appears in his 600™" game with
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, making him just the 14
person in league history to play in 600 or more
games with one club.

December 1, 2017

In his first game back after losing his mother to
a battle with cancer, Garrett Wilson records his
first career hat trick in the first period of an
eventual 5-4 OT win over the Milwaukee Admirals.

January 13, 2018

While visiting the Laval Rocket, Andrey Pedan
notches a hat trick, making him the second
defenseman in team history to achieve the feat.
It also marked the first instance in team history
of two players registering hat tricks in back-to-
back games (Ryan Haggerty, Jan. 12, 2018).

April 7, 2018

Tom Kostopoulos appears in his final regular
season home game with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton.
The evening began with a video tribute to the
Penguins’ long-time captain, and ended in a 7-4
drubbing of the Binghamton Devils.

April 13, 2018

Daniel Sprong establishes a new franchise record
for goals by a rookie by potting his 31 goal of
the season in a game against the Springfield
Thunderbirds. Sprong eventually ended the
season with 32 tallies.

November 14, 2018

Tristan Jarry flings the puck to back of an empty
net in a Wednesday morning game against the
Springfield Thunderbirds to score the first goalie
goal in Penguins franchise history.

February 6, 2019

Ethan Prow scores for the third straight game as
part of a 2-1 loss to the Bridgeport Sound Tigers
and established a 10-game point streak, the
longest in Penguins history for a defenseman.



May 6, 2019

The Pittsburgh Penguins and Luzurne County
Convention Center Authority jointly announced
a principle agreement on a 10-year lease
extension to keep the Penguins in Northeast
Pennsylvania.

June 28, 2019
Mike Vellucci is named the 11" head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton history.

November 1, 2019

By scoring with less than a minute left in the first
period at Lehigh Valley, Stefan Noesen became
the first player in Penguins history to score 10
goals in his first 10 games with the team.

November 17, 2019

Casey DeSmith denies 28 shots in regulation
and overtime, then all three Hershey Bears
shootout attempts and becomes the second

February 22, 2020
Adam Johnson converts on the second overtime
penalty shot in team history, giving the Penguins

March 12, 2020
The AHL moves to halt all operations mid-season
as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic.

May 10, 2020

The AHL officially cancels the 2020-21 season as a
result of the COVID-19 pandemic, marking the
first time in the trophy’s history that the Calder
Cup was not awarded.

September 11, 2020
J.D. Forrest is named the 12 head coach in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton history.

February 8, 2021

After days, the Penguins officially resume play by
opening an abbreviated 2020-21 season against
the Binghamton Deuvils.

October 16, 2021

During Wilkes-Barre/Scranton’s season opener
at Mohegan Sun Arena at Casey Plaza, referee

Katie Guay becomes the first female official in

AHL history.

December 12, 2021

With a 28-save blanking of the Springfield
Thunderbirds, Matt Jurusik becomes the first
goalie in Penguins history to record a shutout
in his AHL debut.

April 2, 2022

The Penguins tie a franchise record by scoring
nine goals in front of a sold-out crowd during a
9-2 triumph over the Bridgeport Islanders.

November 25, 2022

In a shootout victory over the Lehigh Valley
Phantoms, Dustin Tokarski earned his 200t
career AHL win. He became just the 14 goalie in
league history to accomplish that feat.

March 4, 2023

The Penguins played the Cleveland Monsters
outside at the home of the NFL’s Cleveland Browns,
FirstEnergy Stadium. Announced attendance was
22,875, making it the second-largest crowd to
watch an AHL outdoor game.
